       It is said that sage Vidyaranya did 24 lakhs (2,400,000) of Gayatri japa and Goddess Gayatri 
appeared before him. The sage asked Mother to bless our land with timely rain, bumper harvest, 
prosperity, and peace. He did not ask anything for himself!! This is the lesson of selfless service, 
given in the Gita, that we should learn and practice.
